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Module Description

	
As part of this module, you will learn how to develop positive, supportive relationships with women and birthing people and their birth partners, demonstrating respect, kindness, compassion and empathy. You will be able to advocate and support women to make informed decisions, promoting personalised care and insuring you are culturally competent, and trauma informed in your care. 

The learner will gain an understanding of normal labour processes and women’s typical behaviour and vocalisations. They will gain an understanding of their role in providing safe care, including during urgent or emergency situations, within their scope of practice. The student will understand and contribute to safe and supportive team working adopting effective communication, situational awareness/anticipation, to assist the midwife and the wider maternity team. In settings where a registered practitioner is not present, understand the principles of providing emergency care, , whilst awaiting the arrival of appropriately qualified practitioners.

1. Demonstrate how you provide care that is compassionate, culturally competent and trauma informed, promoting personalised care and informed decision-making during labour and birth. 

2. Evaluate and prioritise the delivery of safe, evidence-based care including urgent or emergency situations, within the learners scope of practice.

3. Analyse current reports and guidelines to identifying barriers to safe, personalised care and working practices within maternity team culture.

· Current and pertinent Guidelines & Inquiries, Reports & Evidence based practice

Labour and Birth:
· Physiology /stages of Labour (Primigravida /Multiparous) & women’s typical labour behaviour & vocalisations
· Support and assist the midwife to support the women in labour (within scope of practice)
· Verbal and non-verbal communication, appropriate touch, comfort, massage.
· Quietness as a skill

Supporting Women & Birthing people:
· Personalised Care & informed decision-making 
· Provide support, reassurance and care that is culturally competent, and trauma informed.
· Communication & active listening

Birth Rights:
· Informed consent, advocacy
· Privacy, dignity, consent and intimate care
· Survivors of sexual abuse/rape/childhood abuse/FGM
· Gender/LGBGTQ+
· Chaperones, Doulas & birth attendants
· Birth Trauma/PTSD

Birth at home
· Act as 2nd attendant / assistant at a birth / receive the baby 
· In settings where a registered practitioner is not present, initiate immediate emergency care, including the principles of delivering a baby.
· Safe transfer to hospital

Following Birth
· Immediate care of mother & newborn following birth
· Adaptation to extra uterine life
· Skin-to-skin contact, chest feeding, breastfeeding.
· Meet the comfort and physical care needs following birth

Complications & problems following Birth & perinatal loss
· Common maternal & neonatal complications 
· Perinatal loss

Urgent or emergency care
· Anticipate, assist and prep for a range of intrapartum interventions and/or emergencies.
· Caesarean section
· Recognise obstetric or neonatal emergencies
· Summons assistance 
· Contribute to safe team working and positive a maternity team culture
· Human factors, SBAR/handovers & situational awareness
