	Module Description
	This module develops trainees’ understanding of the principles of safe, personalised care enabling them to provide support and guidance to parents and families in the transition to parenthood. Students will explore their role and responsibilities in providing care for healthy women/birthing people and babies and be able to identify and provide safe care for those with additional complex care needs, escalating any concerns. The learner will gain a critical awareness of the typical behaviours and responses of the well neonate and be able to identify and escalate concerns in the deteriorating neonate or those with complex needs. 
Students will review evidence-based guidance, to enable them to support parents with infant feeding and use a problem-solving approach to address any feeding issues.

	1. Demonstrate an understanding and be able to provide a range of safe, personalised care, support and advice for parents and their babies in the transition to parenthood. 
2. Evaluate care in the neonate and/or mother in the postnatal period with further/complex health and care needs and escalate any concerns.
