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Module Description

	This module will examine residential building construction and surveying, and the historical and contemporary impacts of building design. The variety of materials to ensure all the elements perform together to ensure structural stability and explain the function of the internal services to make a dwelling fit for human habitation. You will study the practical and cognitive skills to recognise building defects and to be able to specify suitable diagnostic treatments, and will learn the inherent problems associated with some older non-traditional housing construction methods. The importance of the Building Regulations and codes of practice will be look at. Examine how all the elements of a dwelling house perform together to provide a healthy indoor environment and identify how defects can result in negative health impacts.
