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Module Description

	
Students will learn about housing provision and the range of organisations and stakeholders involved in delivering the housing and health agenda. Examines the impact of central government policies on the development of the private rented sector since the 1980s and the legacy they left. This module describes the role the private rented sector plays in providing homes and the various reasons why renting is a necessary alternative to home ownership. It introduces Local Authorities’ structure and explains their role as the regulators of the sector which ultimately seek to enhance living conditions and allow tenants to live in decent and safe homes.
